Notice is hereby given that the following specimbffic and transport
arrangements will be implemented in Happy Vallenir7 September 2016 onwards.

. Special Traffic Arrangements

Appropriate traffic signs will be erected on sibteguide motorist. Notices will
be put up by the public transport operators to sglygassengers of the above
temporary arrangements. Road closures, trafficprdic transport diversion
will be adjusted by the Police at the time depegdon traffic situation.
Members of the public are advised to use publiospart services and avoid
driving to the affected areas. Motorists shouldrelse tolerance and patience
in case of traffic congestion, follow the instracti given by the Police; and
watch out for the latest traffic news through radamd television.
