Restriction on Access to / Exit from Car Parks

To ensure public safety throughout the event, all car parks along the closed roads may
be closed by the Police at short notice if necessary. In addition, vehicles in car parks
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within the road closure areas may not be permitted to enter or leave the car parks
during the road closure period until crowd has dispersed and the road closure is lifted.

F. Removal of Illegally Parked Vehicles

Any vehicles found illegally parked within the precinct of the above special traffic
arrangements will be towed away by the Police without prior notice.

Attention and Appeals

Appropriate traffic signs will be erected to guide motorists. The public transport operators
will display notices at the stops and inside vehicle compartments to advise passengers of the
above temporary arrangements. Actual implementation of and adjustments to road closures,
traffic controls and public transport diversions will be made by the Police at the time
depending on conditions in the affected areas.

The Transport Department anticipates that the traffic in the vicinity of the affected areas will
be congested. Members of the public who plan to go to the affected areas are advised to use
public transport services as far as possible. Motorists are advised to avoid driving to the
affected areas. They should exercise tolerance and patience in case of traffic congestion,
follow the instruction given by the Police, and watch out for the latest traffic news through
the media.
