Extension of Service Adjustments for 

Kowloon Public Light Bus (Scheduled) Service Route No. 88 

(Kai Ching Estate (Kai Tak) to Wong Tai Sin Station (Circular)) 

 

Members of the public are advised that the service adjustments of Kowloon Public Light 

Bus (Scheduled) Route No. 88 will be continued on a trial basis from 22 June to 22 August 

2026, as well as the trial arrangement on its timetable.  The service details are as follows: 

 

I. Routeing 

 

The routeing will continue to be adjusted on a trial basis as follow: 

 

KAI CHING ESTATE (KAI TAK) TO WONG TAI SIN STATION (CIRCULAR): 

via Shing Kai Road, Concorde Road, Olympic Avenue, Sung Wong Toi Road, Ma Tau 

Chung Road, roundabout, Prince Edward Road West, Lung Kong Road, Carpenter Road, 

Lok Sin Road, Choi Hung Road, Tai Shing Street, Tung Tau Tsuen Road, Shatin Pass Road, 

Choi Hung Road, Choi Yee Lane, Sze Mei Street, Luk Hop Street, Tsat Po Street, Kai San 

Road, Concorde Road, Olympic Avenue, Dakota Drive, Muk Wo Street, Dakota Drive, 

Olympic Avenue, Concorde Road, Shing Kai Road, Muk Hung Street, Muk Chui Street and 

Shing Kai Road. 

 

II. GMB Stop Arrangements 

 

In view of the changes in routeing, the en-route GMB stops will continue to be cancelled and
