
Traffic Advice 

 

Special Traffic and Transport Arrangements for Football Match at Kai Tak Sports Park 

 

To facilitate the holding of a football match at the Kai Tak Sports Park (KTSP) in the evening 

of October 14, the following special traffic and transport arrangements will be implemented in the 

vicinity of Kowloon City:   

 

 

(A) Traffic Control Measures 

 

Police may implement temporary traffic diversions in the vicinity of KTSP depending on the 

actual traffic and crowd conditions, members of the public are advised to exercise tolerance and 

patience and take heed of the instructions given by the Police. 

 

 

(B) Public Transport Arrangements 

 

(i) Special bus route services  

 

After the event, a total of 10 special bus routes will be provided at the Sung Wong Toi Road 

Pick-up/Drop-off Area (PUDOA):

SP3 Kwai Chung, Tsuen Wan, Tsing Yi 

SP5A Tuen Mun 

SP5B Tuen Mun (Ching Tin / Wo Tin) 

SP6 Yuen Long, Tin Shui Wai 

SP7 Tai Po, Fanling, Sheung Shui 

SP9 Tseung Kwan O South (LOHAS Park) 

(Service will be provided from about 15 minutes after event finishes and the last departure will 

depart about 45 minutes after event finishes. Actual number of departures and hours of operation 

maybe adjusted to suit passenger demand) 

 

(ii) Temporary Relocation of Bus Stops 

 

To facilitate the implementation of temporary traffic arrangements by Police, the following 

bus stops will be temporarily relocated from 8.00 pm to 11.59 pm and details are as follows: 

 

(i) the bus stop at To Kwa Wan Road near Grand Waterfront Plaza will be temporarily 



relocated forward for about 30 metres; and 

(ii) the bus stop at Mok Cheong Street near the Hong Kong Society for the Blind will be 

temporarily relocated backward for about 50 metres. 

 

Passenger notices will be displayed by bus companies at their website and mobile application 

to inform passengers of the service arrangements.  For service details, please visit KMB’s website

(iii) Taxi Service 

 

The Kai Tak Stadium Taxi PUDOA (G/F outside Gate H) will be opened for taxi pick-up 

and drop-off. For Sung Wong Toi Road PUDOA, it will remain open for taxi drop-off during 

admission period, and be suspended for taxi pick-up/drop-off during the dispersal period. The taxi 

pick-up/drop-off arrangements in the vicinity of the KTSP during the event are set out below:

Kai Tak Stadium Taxi PUDOA Open for taxi pick-up and drop-off  

Sung Wong Toi Road PUDOA 
Taxi drop-off only 

 (6.00 pm - 8.00 pm) 

No taxi pick-up/drop-off, 

for special bus routes only 

Kai Tak Arena Taxi Drop-off Area Taxi drop-off only
