
Transport Department Notice 

Special Traffic and Transport Arrangements in Tsing Yi for Tin Hau Festival 2026 

          Notice is hereby given that the following special traffic and transport arrangements will be 
implemented in Tsing Yi from 8.00 a.m. to 4.00 p.m. on 19 May 2026 (Tuesday) for the Tin Hau 
Festival 2026: 

(I)    Temporary Traffic Arrangements 

(A) Road Closure 

 The following road sections will be closed to all vehicular traffic: 

(i) Tsing Luk Street between the carpark exit of Tsing Yi Garden and the taxi stand near Tsing Yi 
Estate Bus Terminus; and 

(ii) The slow lane of Fung Shue Wo Road (southbound) opposite to Tsing Yi Rural Committee. 

(B) Temporary Traffic Diversion 

(i) Motorists on Fung Shue Wo Road (southbound) heading for Tsing King Road (northbound) via 
Tsing Yip Street and Tsing Luk Street are advised to travel via Fung Shue Wo Road (southbound), 
Fung Shue Wo Road roundabout and Tsing King Road (northbound). 

(ii) Motorists on Tsing Yi Heung Sze Wui Road (northbound) heading for Tsing Yip Street via Tsing 
Luk Street are advised to travel via Tsing Yi Heung Sze Wui Road (northbound), Fung Shue Wo 
Road (northbound) and Tsing Yip Street (eastbound). 

(iii) Motorists on Tsing King Road (near Cheung On Estate) heading for Tsing Yip Street via Tsing 
Luk Street are advised to travel via Tsing King Road (northbound), Fung Shue Wo Road roundabout, 
Fung Shu Wo Road (westbound) and Tsing Yip Street (eastbound).  

(II) Temporary Public Transport Arrangements
