During the full closure days, there will be no lmesvice of KMB Special Route No.
14S. Grave sweepers could go to Tseung Kwan OeSaiPermanent Cemetery on
foot via the access road on Ko Chiu Road or viaBlWECPC Footpath opposite MTR
Tiu Keng Leng Station. As there are staircaseshenBMCPC Footpath, grave
sweepers using wheel chairs should use the ent@nke Chiu Road to enter the

cemetery.

Taking into
account the limited supply of parking spaces in #nea, grave sweepers are advised to visit the
Cemetery on other days and to use public transpdtiey are also advised to avoid going to the
Cemetery during the busy hours between 12.00 nodr2&0 pm.
