Temporary Traffic and Transport Arrangements on Po Lam Road, Kwun Tong 

 

 Motorists are advised that to facilitate the road works, the following temporary 

traffic and transport arrangements will be implemented on Po Lam Road during the periods 

as specified below: 

 

(I) From 11:30 pm to 6:00 am on the next day daily on 9 and 10 March 2026 

 

(a) Lane Closure 

 

Part of the slow lane of Po Lam Road westbound near the bus stop outside Po 

Tat Estate will be temporarily closed to all vehicular traffic. 

 

(b) Public Transport Service Arrangements 

 

The bus stop of KMB Route Nos. 11X, 88, 93A, 95M, 213D, 213M, 213X, 

214, 290, 290A, 293S, N290, N293, CTB Route No. A28, Cross Harbour 

Route Nos. 600, 613 and N691 on Po Lam Road westbound outside Po Tat 

Estate will be temporarily relocated about 20 metres westward.  

 

(II)  From 11:30 pm to 6:00 am on the next day daily on 11 and 12 March 2026 

 

(a) Lane Closure 

 

Part of the slow lane of Po Lam Road westbound near the bus stop outside Po 

Tat Estate will be temporarily closed to all vehicular traffic. 

 

(b) Public Transport Service Arrangements 

 

(i) The bus stop of KMB Route Nos. 11X, 93A, 93K, 95, 95M, 98A, 

98C, 213X, 290, 290A, 293S, N290, N293 and Cross Harbour Route 

No. N691 on Po Lam Road westbound outside Po Tat Estate will be 

temporarily relocated about 20 metres eastward; and 

 

(ii) The en-route stop of Kowloon Green Minibus Route Nos. 89A, 89B, 

89C, New Territories Green Minibus Route Nos. 12, 13, 17, 106 and 

111 on Po Lam Road westbound outside Po Tat Estate will be

(III) From 11:30 pm to 6:00 am on the next day daily on 13 and 14 March 

2026 

 

  (a) Lane Closure 

 

Part of the slow lane of Po Lam Road westbound near the unnamed access 

road leading to Po Tat Estate will be temporarily closed to all vehicular 

traffic. 

 

 Appropriate traffic signs will be erected on site to guide motorists. Bus companies 

and GMB operators will display notices to advise passengers of the above temporary 

arrangements.
