Temporary Traffic and Transport Arrangements on Wah Fu Road, Southern District 
 

Notice is hereby given that, to facilitate the works for public housing developments, the following 
temporary traffic and transport arrangements will be implemented from 1.00 am to 5.00 am daily on 29 and 
30 April 2025 and 3 May 2025:- 

 
I. Road Closure 

 
The following road sections will be temporarily closed to all vehicular traffic:- 
 
(a) The fast lane of Wah Fu Road eastbound from a point about 15 metres east of lamp post number  

18110 to a point about 25 metres east of lamp post number 34354; and 
(b) The section of Wah Fu Road eastbound between a point about 25 metres east of lamp post number 

34354 and lamp post number 34364. 
 

II. Traffic Diversion 
 
Affected vehicles on Wah Fu Road eastbound heading for Shek Pai Wan Road southbound will be 
temporarily diverted via Shek Pai Wan Road northbound, Victoria Road northbound, U-turn outside 
Victoria Road Station Building, Victoria Road southbound and Shek Pai Wan Road southbound.
