Temporary Traffic and Transport Arrangements on Prince Edward Road East, 
San Po Kong 

 
Members of the public are advised that in order to facilitate footbridge 

construction works in the section of Prince Edward Road East between King Tai 
Street and Choi Hung Estate, the following traffic and transport arrangements will be 
temporarily implemented in San Po Kong with effect from 1.30 am to 5.30 am daily 
on 9, 16, 23 and 30 September 2018:- 

 
I. Temporary Traffic Arrangements 

  
A. Road Closure 

All lanes of Prince Edward Road East westbound between Choi Hung Estate and 
King Tai Street will be temporarily closed. 

 
B. Traffic Diversion 

(i) Affected vehicles on Kwun Tong Road northbound heading to Prince Edward 
Road East westbound will be diverted via (1) Lung Cheung Road westbound, 
the slip road of Lung Cheung Road westbound, roundabout and Choi Hung 
Road westbound or (2) Lung Cheung Road westbound, the slip road of Lung 
Cheung Road westbound, roundabout, Choi Hung Road westbound, Sze Mei 
Street southbound, Luk Hop Street westbound, Tsat Po Street westbound, Kai 
San Road southbound and Concorde Road westbound;  

(ii)  Affected vehicles on Kwun Tong Bypass southbound from Tate’s Cairn 
Tunnel heading to Prince Edward Road East westbound will be diverted via (1) 
Hammer Hill Road roundabout, Hammer Hill Road southbound and Choi 
Hung Road westbound or (2) Hammer Hill Road roundabout, Hammer Hill 
Road southbound, Choi Hung Road westbound, Sze Mei Street southbound, 
Luk Hop Street westbound, Tsat Po Street westbound, Kai San Road 
southbound and Concorde Road westbound;  

(iii)  Affected vehicles on New Clear Water Bay Road westbound heading to 
Prince Edward Road East westbound will be diverted via (1) Lung Cheung 
Road westbound, the slip road of Lung Cheung Road westbound, roundabout 
and Choi Hung Road westbound or (2) Lung Cheung Road westbound, the 
slip road of Lung Cheung Road westbound, roundabout, Choi Hung Road 
westbound, Sze Mei Street southbound, Luk Hop Street westbound, Tsat Po 
Street westbound, Kai San Road southbound and Concorde Road westbound;  

(iv) Affected vehicles on Wang Kwong Road northbound heading to Prince 
Edward Road East westbound will be diverted via Shing Kai Road northbound 
and Concorde Road westbound; and 

(v) Affected vehicles on Kwun Tong Bypass northbound heading to Prince 
Edward Road East westbound will be diverted via Wang Chiu Road 
northbound, Shing Kai Road northbound and Concorde Road westbound.
