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Be a Smart Driver - Obey Traffic Lights
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The green light means that you may move across the junction
or pedestrian crossing, provided that it is safe to do so.
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The amber light always follows the green light. You must stop
unless you are so close to the junction or pedestrian crossing
that to do so suddenly might cause an accident,
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The red light always follows the amber light. You must stop
behind the stop line.
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When the amber light comes on while the red light is still on,
you must remain stationary, but may get ready to cross the
junction or pedestrian crossing when the green light shows,
provided that it is safe to do so.
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Be a Smart Pedestrian - Obey Pedestrian Lights
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A "Green man" light means that you may cross the road if it is
safe to do so.
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A flashing "Green man” light means that you must not start to
cross the road. If you have already started crossing, keep
going at a steady pace.
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A "Red man" light means that you must not cross or start to
cross the road.
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From January 1, 2006, drivers who fail to obey traffic signals are

subject to a fine of $600 and 5 driving-offence points.
