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While waiting:
» Stay at a suitable and safe place to wait for the vehicle. Don't
stand too close to or on the roadway,

* Take cars of the young by holding their hand firmly. Don't let them
run an to the carriageway.

While boarding / alighting:

* Don't board or alight while the vehicle is in motion,

* Pay attention to the young and the elderly,

* Don't bring along bulky belongings on board to avoid dangar whils
getting on / off the vehicle and causing inconvenience to other
Passengers.

After boarding:

Sit properly as soon as possible.
* Waar the seat belt where it is fitted,

* Give up your seat to the elderly, the disabled and pregnant worman.

* When on a bus, do not stand on the upper deck, staircase or place
which would obstruct the driver's view.

* When standing in a bus, hold tight onto the hand rail,

¢ Don't talk with the driver while he is driving.

* Don't move about while the vehicle is in motion.

* Don't put your head, hands or any part of your body out of the
Window,

* Don't interfere or damage the emergency exit door,

Alighting:

* |f you wish to get off the vehicle, inform the driver well in advance
so that the driver can stop safely.
* Walk onto the pavement or a safe place immediately after alighting.

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As a smart and courteous driver, you should always maintain good driving
attitudes. Always stay alert to response to any sudden incidents on the road.
When you stop your vehicle or change speed, you have to take safety of your
passengers and other road users as prime consideration. Pay extra attention
when passengers are alighting or boarding your vehicle. The following are
some safety tips to enhance safety of your passengers:
